Terms and Conditions for Admission as APTLD Member
(Internal Guideline) (Draft)
1. Ordinary Membership

A: Eligibility

The Ordinary Member shall be the ccTLD registry in Asia Pacific. To consider the Application, the Board may define the ccTLD registry as the organization responsible for managing an ISO 3166 country-code top-level domain and referred to in the IANA database under the current heading of "Sponsoring Organization", or under any later variant, for that country-code top-level domain;

B: The Applicant for the Ordinary Membership shall represent and warrant that:

(1)The Applicant understands, agrees and consents to all of the Constitution of APTLD;

(2)The Applicant shall perform all of the responsibilities and liabilities set forth in the Constitution;

(3)The information stated in the Membership Application Form is true, correct and updated;

(4)The designated person by the Applicant (the Representative) shall be duly appointed to represent the Applicant and/or has power, title and/or authority for providing application on behalf of the Applicant. 

The Board may require to the Applicant additional document for authentication when necessary.

2. Associate Membership

A: Eligibility

The Associate Member is the individual / company / firm / organization / or other body born in, established, incorporated or registered under the laws of their relevant countries within the Asia-Pacific that are involved in domain names related activities.

B: The Applicant for the Associate Membership shall represent and warrant that:

(1)The Applicant understands, agrees and consents to all of the Constitution of APTLD;

(2)The Applicant shall perform all of the responsibilities and liabilities set forth in the Constitution;

(3)The information stated in the Membership Application Form is true, correct and updated;

(4)The designated person by the Applicant (the Representative) shall be duly appointed to represent the Applicant and/or has power, title and/or authority for providing application on behalf of the Applicant. 

The Board may require to the Applicant additional document for authentication when necessary.

3. Change of Terms and Conditions

In accordance with Clause 6.1 of the Constitution, the Board may from time to time change this Terms and Conditions at its discretion.
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
