Communiqué from the APTLD Meeting in Honiara, Solom  on Islands —
14 August 2007

APTLD held a meeting in Honiara on the 14™ of August targeted very much
at Pacific ccTLD.

The local ccTLD, .sb, reported it is in a state of transition as they work to
determine their future business model, policies, and operational structure.
They indicated that they were keen to learn how other ccTLDs have gone
from being small to being larger. Dot sb is run by the local
telecommunications provider, ‘Our Telekom’.

We heard from .ck (Cook Islands) and their small but
stable operations which are also run by their local
telecommunications provider, Telecom Cook Island.

New Zealand provided an update on their Dispute Resolution Policy which
combines mediation and arbitration through a panel of experts. The program
is running well.

The .nz also reported on their Policy Inventory Management and Maintenance Program to cover
existing and new issues. Key among the policies is a policy on policies — including a requirement
to actively review each policy on a regular basis. All .nz policies are published on their web site
(www.dnc.org.nz) which also includes an archive of previous policies.

Lynnold Wini (.sb) and Save Vocea (ICANN) reported on ICANN and the ICANN
Fellowship program. Lynnold indicated that his recent experience at the ICANN
Meeting in San Juan was well worth while in providing an insight into current issues
and excellent background on how and why the Internet is structured as it is. Save
indicated that the deadline for applications for Fellowships to the LAX ICANN
Meeting is August 24, 2007.

Save also noted the challenge of engaging Pacific Island governments into the ICANN process, but
that he was actively working to do so and encouraged ccTLDs to also work to engage their
domestic governments.

John Crain of ICANN reported on the state of the DNS in the Pacific — highlighting some concerns
over the technical infrastructure that is supporting the DNS in the Pacific. Lee Humphries and
John Crain agreed to work together to develop an automated reporting on the DNS within the
APTLD region and will include the ability for ccTLDs to subscribe to notices related to their specific
ccTLD. All other information will be reported at an aggregated, anonymous level.

During the brief discussion on IDNs we were reminded that ccTLDs should preclude not only any
names that begin with xn--, but effectively any names that include two consecutive dashes.

Save Vocea reported on ICANN's outreach program, including their MoU with PITA. APTLD will
engage with PITA for a similar relationship.

Rajnesh Singh, Chair of APRALO, gave a presentation on APRALO and ALAC and sought a
cooperative relationship with APTLD. One specific goal is to use APTLD Members as introduction
channels to ‘user groups’ in each community.




John Crain also spoke of a number of technical opportunities available to ccTLDs, particularly

those in remote locations:

- The use of AnyCasting and ‘No Export — BGP’ settings for remote ccTLDs with a local nhame
server but names principally hosted offshore. John noted that the AnyCast peer should be
located as close to the mainland satellite connection as practical.

The efforts by ICANN to support highly distributed root mirrors so that all locations can continue
to resolve names, at least at the local level, in the event of a communications link failure.

The meeting also saw the launch of the APTLD Guidelines for Operation of DNS Infrastructure by
cCTLDs.

While attendance was small, those present found the content of the meeting very useful. Health
and Technology constraints prohibited a greater degree of participation.
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
